Do you have a 5-7 year old eager to jump in the

car with you every time
you head off to the golf
course?

PROGRAM
Campers will participate in several stations
throughout the week, including, Full Swing,
Putting, Chipping, Shot Shaping, Bunker Play,
Pitching, and the Rules & Etiquette.  These topics
are covered on a 45-minute rotating basis
throughout the week.  A 6:1 ratio, the finest
creative training "toys", games and contests are
used to encourage proper skill acquisition and with
the use of the ASTAR Video Capture System, the
campers’ natural ability to learn through mimicry is
utilized.  The skills learned at each of the stations
can then be applied on the golf course, as each
camper will have the opportunity to play golf at
Kettle Creek Golf Club every afternoon.
